India’s 
billionaire 
club shrinks 
 
Radhakishan Damani of 
Avenue Supermarts (DMart) is 
India’s third-richest promoter 
with a net worth of $23.8 bil-
lion, down 21 per cent in the 
last one year. Damani’s net 
worth had got a boost post-
pandemic when the share 
price of DMart jumped about 
2.5x between late March 2020 
and end-December 2021. The 
stock has since declined as 
investors betted on companies 
that benefited from the open-

ing up of Indian and global 
economies. The operational 
weakness in DMart’s business 
also led to the decline in its 
share price. 

Other promoters in the top 
10 list include Shiv Nadar of 
HCL Technologies; Ashwin 
Dani, Amrita Vakil and 
Manish Choksi of Asian 
Paints; Azim Premji of Wipro; 
Sanjiv and Rajiv Bajaj of Bajaj 
Group; and Uday Kotak of 
Kotak Mahindra Bank. 

The continued rise of 
Adani in 2022 was powered by 
a strong rally in the stocks of 
most of his group companies. 
His net worth has also been 
boosted by the acquisition of 
Ambuja Cements and ACC in 
May this year, and thereafter 
New Delhi Television (NDTV). 
These three have added nearly 
$8.4 billion, or ~68,800 crore, 

to his net worth in CY22. The 
year started with the initial 
public offer of Adani Wilmar 
in January. This firm has 
added nearly ~30,000 crore 
($3.5 bn) to Adani’s net worth. 
So roughly, $12 billion, or a 
fifth of the increase of $55 bil-
lion in Adani’s net worth in 
2022, has come from acqui-
sitions and new listing. 

With these gains in 2022, 
Adani’s net worth is up 581 per 
cent in the last three years 
from $19.9 billion at the end of 
December 2019. In the same 
period, the combined wealth 
of all billionaires has risen by 
93 per cent from $355 billion 
to around $685 billion now. As 
a result, Adani now accounts 
for a fifth of the combined net 
worth of all billionaires, as 
against just 5.6 per cent in 
December 2019. 

The spectacular rise of 
Adani to the top in 2022, 
however, is an exception, as 
the billionaire club has shrunk 
and a majority of the richest 
promoters have seen a decline 
in their net worth due to a 
poor show in the equity mar-
kets and a slowdown in IPOs 
after a big boom in 2021. 

In all, 116 promoters with a 
net worth of more than $1 bil-
lion at the end of December 
2021 have seen a decline in 
their wealth in 2022. 

The benchmark Sensex is 
up 2.7 per cent in CY2022 (till 
December 23) compared to the 
end of December 2021, while 
the combined market capita-
lisation of all BSE-listed com-
panies is up 2.3 per cent to 
~272 trillion in this period, as 
against ~266 trillion on 
December 31, 2021. 

Among the many exits 
from the billionaire's club in 
2022 are D Uday Kumar Reddy 
of Tanla Solutions (net worth 
down 66 per cent), Sushil 
Kanubhai Shah of Metropolis 
Healthcare (down 65.7 per 
cent), Vijay Shekhar Sharma 
of One97 Communications 
(down 66 per cent), and C K 
Birla (down 43.4 per cent). 

The year also saw the entry 
of Nirmal Jain and 
Venkataraman Rajamani of 
IIFL Finance and Rajesh 
Sharma of Capri Global 
Capital into the billionaire’s 
club. The two IIFL group pro-
moters’ now have a combined 
net worth of $1.06 billion, up 
24.8 per cent from $0.85 bil-
lion at the end of December 
2021. Sharma’s net worth is up 
32.2 per cent to $1.2 billion 
from $0.91 billion a year ago.

RECENT DEVELOPMENTS IN both domestic and world 
markets have impacted the Indian sugar industry,  
in which micro, small, and medium enterprises 
(MSMEs) dominate. While prices of sugarcane (the 
key raw material) have increased, the increase in 
price of sugar has not been commensurate. 

Globally, supply is expected to ease as output in 
Brazil and Thailand, both major producers, is likely 
to revive. Domestic sugar producers saw 14 per 
cent revenue growth in FY22, as a decrease in 
output from these countries after the sugar season 
(October-September) boosted demand for Indian 
produce and lifted its prices in world markets. 

The export momentum continued in the first 
half of FY23. 
However, the 
government 
imposed a cap on 
exports at 11.2 
million tonnes (MT) 
for the 2022 sugar 
season.  

For the current 
season (2023), the 
government has 
increased the fair 
and remunerative 
price for sugarcane 
by 5 per cent to 
~305 per quintal 
for a recovery rate 
of 10.25 per cent. 

As for exports, 
the cap for the current season has been set at 6 
MT, owing to reduced domestic inventory. Since it 
will still be adequate for domestic consumption, 
we expect an increase in the export cap to 8.5 MT 
by the end of the first half of this sugar season. 

With crushing underway for sugar season 2023, 
sugar prices are on the decline month on month. 
But, year on year, prices are expected to be up by 
1-2 per cent with lower inventories. 

The MSME segment only has standalone sugar 
mills and will face lower margins compared with 
non-SME counterparts, which have integrated 
mills, including power and distillery units.

30 million railway users’ 
data hacked, put on sale

LIC may eye 
entry into 
non-life,  
health biz  

Breach not from IRCTC, says Railways; private partners on Centre’s radar

New Delhi, 28 December 

Personal details of nearly 30 million 
railway users have been put on sale 
on the dark web by a hacker. These 

details include the name, email address, 
phone number, gender, and other personal 
information of several government offi-
cials and notable personalities, the hacker 
has claimed. This is the third major data 
breach over the past two months.  

The hacker refused to disclose the 
name of the company whose servers were 
breached but said it had one of the biggest 
railway databases in India.  

The Ministry of Railways confirmed the 
hacking and said it had alerted the Indian 
Computer Emergency Response Team 
(CERT-In) about the possible data breach. 

The ministry claimed the data leak was 
not from its own servers or those of its  tick-
eting arm — Indian Railway Catering and 
Tourism Corporation (IRCTC). 

“On analysis of sample data, it is found 
that the sample data key pattern does not 
match with IRCTC history API (application 
programming interface). The 
reported/suspected data breach is not 
from IRCTC servers,” the Railways said. 

The severity of the breach has imme-
diately brought private ticketing partners 
of IRCTC into focus. “Further investigation 
on the data breach is being done by IRCTC. 
All IRCTC Business Partners have been 
asked to immediately examine whether 
there is any data leakage from their end 
and apprise the results along with correc-
tive measures taken to IRCTC,” it added. 

The state-owned firm’s private ticket-
ing partners include Amazon, Paytm, and 
online travel portals like MakeMyTrip, 
RailYatri, Goibibo, and EaseMyTrip. 

According to IRCTC’s figures, the plat-
form was used for booking almost 430 mil-
lion tickets in the financial year 2021-22, 
with almost 6.3 million daily logins and 
more than 80 million users of its online 
services. Over 46 per cent of its ticket book-
ings come through the mobile app, which 

has the highest quantum of data stored 
from a user. 

Though the reason for the data breach 
is not clear, experts believe it could be dif-
ferent in nature from the recent attacks on 
the servers of All India Institute of Medical 
Sciences (AIIMS) and Central Depository 
Services (India) (CDSL). 

“In this case, it could have been an 
IDOR (insecure direct object reference) or 
authentication vulnerability in the 
affected travel booking application plat-
form. In the case of CDSL and AIIMS, from 
what is in public knowledge, it appears to 
have been a network intrusion with the 
purpose to take over all connected systems 
to the network,” said Himanshu Pathak, 
founder and managing director of cyberse-
curity research firm CyberX9. 

IDOR is a common, potentially devas-

tating vulnerability resulting from broken 
access control in web applications. 

Pathak said: “A large number of Indian 
organisations are highly careless about 
sensitive data security. Organisations like 
booking platforms and similar platforms, 
which are handling sensitive customer 
data, should go through regular quality-
focused security testing of their applica-
tions. There is a dire need for a strict data 
protection law, in order to force organisa-
tions handling sensitive data to adhere to 
best security practices and secure sensitive 
data." 

IRCTC rolled out a plan this year to 
monetise passenger data which never saw 
fruition due to massive public uproar over 
privacy concerns. Experts pointed out 
adequate data protection provisions are a 
necessary precursor to data monetisation. 

Life Insurance Corporation 
(LIC) has the wherewithal to 
take advantage of a compos-
ite licence and might look to 
enter general as well as 
indemnity-based health 
business, a top source told 
Business Standard. 

“LIC has the scale, capac-
ity, IT infrastructure, and the 
distribution reach to take 
advantage of the composite 
license. LIC is looking at 
organic as well as inorganic 
growth opportunities. And it 
should be ready to take 
advantage of any business 
opportunity coming its way,” 
the source said. 

“We will take it to the 
board at the appropriate 
time and seek their views 
and then take a call. 
Ultimately, the call will be 
taken by the board,” the 
source added. 

Interestingly, LIC was a 
composite insurer till the 
early 1970s, when Oriental 
Insurance was carved out 
and the general insurance 
business was nationalised. 
Oriental Insurance was a 
subsidiary of LIC from 1956 
to 1973.  

Earlier this month, the 
department of financial 
services under the ministry 
of finance proposed a series 
of amendments to insur-
ance laws, one of which was 
granting insurers a compos-
ite licence. This would 
require an amendment to 
the Insurance Act, 1938.  

LIC would, in all prob-
ability, take a call on the 
issue of composite licence, 
once the Insurance Laws 
(Amendment) Bill is passed 
by Parliament. An email to 
LIC did not elicit a response 
till the time of going to 
press.

Retail, farm set to drive 
credit growth in FY23
Strong domestic demand, healthier corporate 
balance sheets, and a well-capitalised banking 
sector are expected to steer India towards a 7 
per cent gross domestic product (GDP) print in 
2022-23. 

This is in sharp contrast to the past few years, 
which were challenging for banks owing to high 
loan delinquencies. But now, with most of the 
legacy stress in the corporate loan book recog-
nised, banks have stronger, cleaner balance 
sheets, allowing them to shift focus back to 
credit expansion. 

Disbursements by banks are likely to out-
pace those by non-banking financial companies 
(NBFCs), at 13-15 per cent on-year this fiscal year, 
vis-à-vis 10-13 per cent in the case of NBFCs. 

A large part of this growth will be spurred 
by the retail segment. In fact, bank credit to the 
retail segment, which was up 11.5 per cent on-
year as of October 2022, is projected to acceler-
ate, rising 17-18 per cent on-year in the current 
fiscal year, primarily owing to rising demand 
for home loans. 

Also supporting bank credit growth is whole-
sale credit to NBFCs and trade under the serv-
ices segment. Wholesale credit, which rose 7.1 
per cent as of October 2022, is forecast to gain 
pace as well over the tail end of the year, thereby 
logging 10-12 per cent for the fiscal year. 

In the case of industries, growth has been 
buoyed by a pick-up in credit in segments such 
as basic metals and metal products, which 
have seen deleveraging in the past few fiscal 
years, additionally aided by the government’s 
production-linked incentive 
scheme and improvement in 
capacity utilisation. 

The other sector ensuring a sus-
tained loan growth trajectory is 
agriculture, which is expected to 
gain momentum from an 8.8 per 
cent increase till October 2022 to 
end the fiscal year with a rise of 10-12 per cent, 
supported by priority sector lending targets of 
banks and increase in agri-credit target. 

Deposits, though, have lagged credit growth 
in recent months. With surplus liquidity now 

normalising, the ability of banks to garner 
deposits to meet credit demand will remain a 
key monitorable. 

Meanwhile, asset quality, which improved 
from a high of 11.3 per cent as of March 2018 to 
6 per cent as of March 2022, is expected to rise 
5-5.4 per cent this fiscal year. This would pri-
marily be on account of lower slippages, eco-
nomic recovery with the subsiding of the Covid-
19 pandemic, higher credit growth, and 
expectation of recoveries via the National 
Company Law Tribunal and National Asset 
Reconstruction Company route. 

Also, gross non-performing 
assets have improved across seg-
ments, with that of the retail seg-
ment expected to be the lowest at 
1.7-1.8 per cent during this fiscal 
year. These will percolate through 
profitability. 

Banks’ net interest margin 
should expand in the near term despite credit 
costs expected to normalise. Supported by these 
tailwinds, return on assets could rise past 1 per 
cent this fiscal year.
